1. Navy or white short-sleeve polo shirt with school logo (purchased through the school). 

 - PLAIN WHITE OR NAVY SHIRTS WITHOUT THE SCHOOL LOGO ARE NOT PERMITTED. 

 - COLORED SHIRT LAYERS ARE NOT PERMITTED. 
 

 

2. Navy blue pants, walking shorts, skorts or jumpers are the only acceptable items to be worn with the uniform tops.  

JEANS, BLACK PANTS, SWEATPANTS, CARGO PANTS, OVERALLS, SHORT SHORTS, AND LEGGINGS ARE NOT PERMITTED. 
 

3. Indoor/classroom sweater must be the navy blue zip-cardigan or sweatshirt with the school logo (worn over the 

uniform polo shirt).  STUDENTS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO WEAR HOODIES OR SWEATERS OF THEIR CHOICE. 
 

4. Navy blue or white socks only (ankle, knee high or leotards) for daily wear. 
 

5. Students require both outdoor and indoor closed-toe footwear. 

Indoor shoes must be non-marking, white-soled running shoes – as they are used for Gym class.  

 

If you have not already done so, please ensure your child’s $65 Activity Fee is paid by the first day of school. 

This fee covers the cost of your child’s agenda book, field trips, and supplies for special activities.
